Proceedings:

Meeting called to order at 6:10 PM by Greg Goodman, President

Membership report: Greg Goodman reported that APMGA has 31 paid members at current time. He informed the membership how to access APMGA on Google Groups and Facebook, and reviewed methods of membership payment which include by check to membership coordinator or online at www.albemarlepark.com
Treasurer’s report: Rich Mathews reported that APMGA bank balance was $5,869.06 on May 29th.  He explained that historically, primary sources of APMGA revenue have been book sales (Manor Inn and Cottages; currently out-of-print), sale of street lanterns (13 still available and in storage; storage fee is $50/month), and membership dues.  The spring 2015 APMGA yard sale brought in   The idea of a book reprint was introduced. The idea of moving the remaining lanterns to private, non-pay storage was introduced. 

Recent events review: 

· Yard sale report: Amy Hornaday reported that yard sale made $1,283.85, and anticipates the yard sale recurring every 2-3 years. 

· Kickball Match report: Bill Hornaday reports the trophy to be circulating the neighborhood. 

Election of Officers: Scott Riviere thanked out going officers for their service.  

A MOTION was made to appoint Amy Hornaday as President, seconded and passed. 

A MOTION was made to appoint Greg Goodman as Treasurer and membership chairman, seconded and passed. 

A MOTION was made to appoint Susannah Watson as Secretary, seconded and passed. 

A request was made for nominations for Vice President. No nominations were made. The membership agreed to continue efforts at Vice President recruitment. 

Party Planning: Lynda Wayne, Events Coordinator, gave an overview of remaining events for 2015.

New Business: 

· The issue of traffic speed in the neighborhood was discussed. Cherokee Rd and Terrace Rd. were identified as problem spots. The question of increasing traffic signage in the neighborhood was introduced. 

· Group was informed by RL Bailey of a large pothole on Cherokee at the intersection of Charlotte, near the Gatehouse. 

· Albemarle Road Stone Columns Proposal- Amy Hornaday described the current poor condition of the columns and introduced the idea of having the columns reconstructed in place versus reconstructed off the street to avoid possible damage by utility trucks. An “Albemarle Park” plaque would be mounted on one of the columns to mark the entrance. Stacy Merten (HRC) has been involved in discussions, and an estimate of $5000-6000 for stone work was obtained from a private contractor. The city has reportedly offered to pay for a plaque. Easement questions are being reviewed by the city. 

A MOTION was made to designate a total of $500 for new officers to receive training through WNC Nonprofit Pathways. This MOTION was seconded and passed.
